  We are encroaching the 75% marker for our support, which is a 
great encouragement.

This is a total 
blessing, our home church Sunday school bought us our plane tickets, 
also Mansfield Baptist, Fellowship Baptist, and Bethel Community 
church gave us love offerings which are more than enough to buy the 2 
Honda generators that we will need to take with us when we go 
overseas.
